Reservations in educational

The reservation system was
established to address historical
injustices and promote social
equality by offering opportunities
to historically disadvantaged and
marginalized communities, particularly
Scheduled Castes (SC) and Scheduled
Tribes (ST). The first major step
towards reservation in educational
institutions was enshrined in the
Indian Constitution, which mandated
the reservation of seats for SCs and
STs in educational institutions and
government jobs. Since then, the
reservation policy has undergone
several amendments and expansions to
include other marginalized groups such
as Other Backward Classes (OBC) and
Economically Weaker Sections (EWS).

Even before Independence, there
were efforts to provide representation
to marginalized communities in
education. However, these efforts
were often limited and lacked a
systematic approach. Article 15(4) of the
Constitution allowed the State to make
special provisions for the advancement
of socially and educationally backward
classes. During the 1950s and 1960s,
several states began implementing
reservation policies to improve access

for SCs and STs. The Mandal Commission
report of 1980 recommended
reservations for OBCs, which were
implemented in 1990. In 2006, the
Government of India introduced
reservations for OBCs in centrally
funded educational institutions. In

2019, a 10% reservation for EWS was
introduced.

The percentage of reservation
in educational institutions in India
varies depending on the category and
level of the institution. Generally, SC
candidates are reserved around 15%
of seats in educational institutions,
including colleges and universities, at
both the central and state levels. ST
candidates are usually reserved around
7.5% to 8% of seats. OBC reservation
varies across states and institutions
but generally falls within the range of
27% to 35%. Following the introduction
of a 10% reservation for EWS in 2019,
this group is allocated around 10% of
seats. Additionally, a certain percentage
of seats is reserved for physically
handicapped candidates, typically
ranging from 3% to 5%.

Critics argue that reservations
compromise the principle of meritocracy
by prioritizing social categories
over individual merit. They contend
that seats should be allocated based
solely on academic performance and
qualifications rather than social identity.
Some argue that admitting students
based on social categories rather than
merit may compromise academic
standards and hinder the overall
learning experience for all students.

Overall, reservations in educational
institutions reflect the Indian
government’s commitment to building
an inclusive society where every citizen
has equal opportunities for educational
advancement.

The top 10% of the Indian population
holds 77% of the total national wealth.

The richest 1% own 53% of the country’s
wealth. In contrast, the bottom 50% of the
population possesses only 3% of the wealth.
A recent study titled “Income and Wealth
Inequality in India, 1922-2023” reveals that
inequality declined post-independence until
the early 1980s. However, it began rising

in the 1980s and has skyrocketed since the
early 2000s. The rise of top-end inequality
has been particularly pronounced in

terms of wealth concentration. By 2022-23,
the top 1% of income and wealth shares
(22.6% and 40.1%) were at their highest
historical levels. India’s top 1% income
share is among the very highest in the
world. Between 2018 and 2022, India was
estimated to produce 70 new millionaires
every day. The fortunes of billionaires
increased by almost 10 times over a
decade. Their total wealth is higher than
the entire Union budget of India for the
fiscal year 2018-19. According to a report
by the Johannesburg-based company New
World Wealth, India is the second-most
unequal country globally, with millionaires
controlling 54% of its wealth. With a total
individual wealth of $5,600 billion, it is
among the 10 richest countries in the
world - and yet the average Indian is
relatively poor. Compare this with Japan,
the most equal country in the world, where,
according to the report, millionaires control
only 22% of total wealth.

This sharp rise in inequality in India -
and in many countries around the world -
is damaging, and countries need to make an
effort to curb it. Rising inequality will lead
to slower poverty reduction, undermine
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the sustainability of economic growth,
compound inequalities between men and
women, and drive disparities in health,
education, and life chances. The widening
wealth gap has significant consequences
for society. It exacerbates social divisions
and hampers economic growth. The poorest
half of the population is still struggling
to earn a minimum wage and access
quality education and healthcare services.

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report, submitted in 2011,
identified the Western Ghats
as an ecologically sensitive
area and classified the region
into three categories of
Ecologically Sensitive Zones
(ESZs) based on the extent of
environmental degradation.
The committee recommended
stringent regulations in these
zones, including a complete
ban on certain industrial
activities, a reduction in

the exploitation of natural
resources, and the promotion
of sustainable agricultural
practices.

The report emphasized
the need for a decentralized
and participatory approach to
environmental governance,
where local communities
would have a significant say
in decision-making processes.
It also advocated for the
protection of biodiversity
hotspots, the conservation
of water resources, and the
preservation of the region’s
cultural and historical
heritage.

Wayanad Landslide: A
Tragic Consequence

The Wayanad landslide
in 2019 was one of the many
environmental disasters
that have struck Kerala in
recent years. Triggered by
unprecedented monsoon
rains, the landslide caused
widespread devastation,
leading to the loss of lives,
homes, and livelihoods. The
disaster highlighted the
vulnerability of the region
to natural calamities, which
have been exacerbated
by unsustainable land use
practices, deforestation, and
unplanned development.

Experts and
environmentalists have
pointed to the failure

114

to implement the
recommendations of the
Gadgil Committee as a
contributing factor to such
disasters. The report had
warned of the potential
consequences of ignoring
environmental safeguards
in ecologically sensitive
areas like Wayanad.
However, due to political
and economic pressures,
the recommendations were
largely ignored, and a more
diluted version of the report,
known as the Kasturirangan
Report, was adopted.

The Link Between the
Gadgil Committee Report and
the Wayanad Landslide

The Gadgil Committee
had specifically identified
Wayanad as an ecologically
sensitive area, recommending
stringent regulations to
prevent environmental
degradation. The report
warned against the unchecked
exploitation of natural
resources, deforestation, and
the expansion of commercial
agriculture, all of which have
been contributing factors to
the increased incidence of
landslides in the region.

The Wayanad landslide
serves as a tragic reminder
of the consequences
of neglecting scientific
recommendations. The
district, with its steep slopes,
fragile soil, and heavy
rainfall, is inherently prone
to landslides. However,
human activities, such as
the construction of roads,
buildings, and plantations
in sensitive areas, have
exacerbated the natural
vulnerability of the region.

The failure to implement
the Gadgil Committee’s
recommendations has led to

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the continued degradation of
the Western Ghats, making
the region more susceptible
to extreme weather events
and natural disasters. The
Wayanad landslide is a

stark example of how the
disregard for environmental
conservation can have
devastating consequences.

Conclusion

The Wayanad landslide
of 2019 underscores the
importance of adopting a
sustainable approach to
development, especially in
ecologically sensitive regions
like the Western Ghats. The
Gadgil Committee Report
provided a blueprint for such
an approach, emphasizing
the need for environmental
conservation, community
participation, and sustainable
land use practices. However,
the failure to implement these
recommendations has led
to increased environmental
degradation and vulnerability
to natural disasters.

As we reflect on the
lessons from the Wayanad
landslide, it is crucial to
recognize the need for
a balanced approach to
development that prioritizes
ecological sustainability.

The Gadgil Committee’s
recommendations, though
controversial, offer valuable
insights into how we can
protect the fragile ecosystems
of the Western Ghats and
prevent future tragedies.
Implementing these
recommendations, or at least
incorporating their essence
into current policies, could
help mitigate the impact of
climate change and safeguard
the region’s biodiversity for
future generations.

To support these findings, the program
recommends implementing awareness campaigns
and workshops to educate farmers on sustainable
pest management practices. By combining scientific
research with community engagement, Paddy
Guardian aims to empower local farmers, enhance
agricultural sustainability, and preserve the region’s
paddy cultivation heritage, ultimately contributing
to improved food security and environmental
health.
